On Tuesday we held our Remembrance Assembly to remember those who have served and died 
in conflicts. The children were all very respectful of the silence and understood the importance 
of commemorating those who have lost their lives, including animals. It was lovely to see the 
children who are part of Brownies, Cubs and Rainbows wearing those uniforms into school.  

Today we’ve started practising our Christmas songs, in preparation for our Christingle service 
and other Christmas celebrations, so you may be hearing these at home to help you get into the 
festive spirit!
